The progress
made in thisregard over the period 2010-2011 are as follows:

4 Prof. Sudhir K. Jain participated in two meetings at the World Bank in Washington DC,
USA during June 1-4,2010. These were

(@) Understanding Risk, a Conference on Innovation in Disaster Risk, organized
by the Global Facility for Disaster Risk Reduction (GFDRR) of the World Bank,
and

(b) Outreach Meeting of the Global Earthquake Model (GEM).

During this visit, Prof. Jain visited the University of Maryland and met the graduate
students and faculty there. He also met with the Pan-IIT Leadership of the Washington
DC area to brief them on the developments at the Institute. These meetings were
facilitated by Prof. Nitish Thakor of the Johns Hopkins University who is a friend of the
Institute.
